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English Abstract:

The article is publishing very unique two stelae from the National Museum
of Egyptian Civilization (NMEC 46 and NMEC 47), the two stelae are
Epitaphs, and they are remarkable, because they are made of terracotta
instead of stone. Like most tombstones from Egypt; they were not meant to
be framed in a wall or pavement, but designed as detached objects; the
inscriptions are partly arranged in a special manner, in concentric lines that
follow the outline of the stelae; the selected Psalms are still recited during
Coptic funerals; and last but not least, they are the latest known funerary
inscriptions that are written in Coptic. Moreover, they were created as
isolated objects that could easily be transported. The stelae are round-topped
terracotta plaques that bear a painted commemorative inscription in Bohairic
on the front, and a hymn or Psalm citations on the back.
