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English Abstract:

The texts are published here, is part of a Coptic Ostraca collection newly
kept in the National Museum of Egyptian Civilization (NMEC). However,
there are fundamental works dealing with the Coptic School exercises. But
as more as Coptic school exercises are published, further work on Coptic
education system becomes both possible and increasingly necessary.
Especially, in late antique there was no school building not set curriculum
established and administered by a governmental authority. In addition, the
language of the school exercises texts is not always easy to identify. The
main purpose of This article is, the edition of unpublished ostraca, kept in
NMEC, entitled by generic label ‘School exercises’, and they are epistolary
formulas exercises.
