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Safflower in Greco-Roman Egypt
Abstract:

This research deals with the study of safflower (kvijkoc) plant in Graeco —
Roman Egypt, by talking about its cultivation in ancient Egypt, then Ptolemaic and
Roman Egypt, as well as determining the places of its cultivation; Where we find it
abundantly in the Arsinoe, and to a lesser extent in Memphis, Thebes, and
Heracleopolis, during the Ptolemaic era, and in a greater extent in Arsinoe, and to a
lesser extent in Oxyrhynchus and the Dakhla Oasis in the Western Desert during
the Roman era. In addition to talking about the prohibition of safflower cultivation
in Egypt during the Roman era. Then the research dealt with the rents of lands

planted with safflower, the prices of safflower seeds, and finally the medicinal uses
of the safflower plant.
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
